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Biography
Gino Sarfatti was born in Venice in 1912 and graduated in Naval Engineering 
from the University of Genova. From 1939 he worked in the lighting sector and 
founded Arteluce, which became the point of national and international refe-
rence of design modernist in field of lighting. Throughout his thirty years of 
activity, Gino Sarfatti designed and produced more than 400 lamps, never stop 
looking for innovative solutions for forms, materials, production technologies, 
light sources, technical lighting effects and design features. Gino Sarfatti died 
in Gravedona in 1984.
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
