In 1933, two years before graduating as an architect, Borsani
designed the Casa Minima project for the V Triennale di Milano
(Milan Triennial), collaborating with Cairoli and Varisco's archi-

n tects. This project earned him a silver medal for its Rationalist
code and geometries, and he received positive reviews from the
critic Edoardo Persico of Casabella magazine.
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
