
Biography
Katsuhei Toyoguchi was born in Kemanai of Kazuno city, Akita, Japan. 
After graduating from the Department of Machinery at Akita Prefecture 
Industrial School, he became an assistant at the Secondary Industrial 
School in Yokohama. He was one of the most promising future 
engineers, but he suffered through the Great Kanto Earthquake. 
Luckily, he was not killed by it, so returned back to Akita. While working 
as a substitute teacher, he took the entrance examinations and was 
admitted tot the Tokyo Advanced Crafts School, Department of Craft 
Design. At this school, he studied under Kurata Munechika who was 
strongly drawn to German furniture and architecture. Kurata had just 
returned from studying at Bauhaus. Toyoguchi became a member of 
the Keiji kobo which was led by Kurata. Instead of the original idea of 
metaphysics, they put more emphasis on design and shape.
After working with the Keiji Kobo, he started to work at the Crafts 
Institute (later called Industrial Arts Institute) with a recommendation 
from Kunii Kitaro. He then became an independent designer as well as 
a professor at Musashino Art University, Department of Industrial 
Design.
